Duties of candidate attorney: Providing legal services in litigious & non-litigious matters (almost entirely in civil cases) to indigent clients under Law Clinic attorneys’ supervision and instruction. Candidate attorneys may further be required to undertake outreach work. The aforementioned duties will include but not be limited to managing & running client files, preparing for trial, making court appearances and, under the Clinic Director’s supervision, involvement in student training. 
Minimum Requirements of candidate attorneys on commencement of work: 
· Successful completion of an LLB degree.

Preference will be given to candidates:
· who are proficient in understanding, speaking & writing isi-Zulu.
· who possess a valid drivers’ licence & have unlimited access to a vehicle for work.
· who evidence a passion for public interest law.
· who evidence a demonstrable interest in the training, supervision & assessment of students.
· with a good academic record & sound computer, management & administration skills.
· from previously disadvantaged backgrounds as per statute and UKZN policy.
· who have passed some or ideally all of their attorneys’ admission examinations (assuming that they have completed the School for Legal Practice’s offering).
