A stipend will be offered to the candidates in order to support the candidates and cover costs incurred 
during the placement. Please note that the stipend will be paid at the end of the fellowship and is subject 
to all the fellowship responsibilities being met. The candidate will have to submit a written evaluation 
report at the end of the fellowship.

Applications are invited from UKZN students registered for a PhD in the biomedical, health sciences or 
social science in a health related field of study. Please note that the successful student will be required to 
make their own travel arrangements to and from the training site which is largely at the UKZN Research 
Office, Westville Campus.  
 
PhD students currently in receipt of other UKZN fellowships/bursaries/awards may be ineligible 
depending on the conditions of the awards.
