SCHOLARSHIP AT the University of Kragujevac – Serbia

The Erasmus+ Project has been established based on the collaboration between UKZN and the University of 
Kragujevac.

The call is open to 2nd year and Masters level students in the disciplines of agronomy, music and mathematics for 
the winter term 2025/2026 (from October 2025 to February 2026) within the Erasmus+ International Credit Mobility 
programme).  

Students who have been selected for a mobility period within the LLP (Lifelong Learning Programme) or the 
Erasmus+ for Study or for Internships can apply provided the total number of months of their past/current mobility 
and the ones they are applying for does not exceed 12 months within the same level of study.

GRANT FOR CANDIDATE:
Individual support is 800 EUR per month. The travel scholarship is 1735 EUR.

The student is expected to pay for their travel arrangements and then be reimbursed once they arrive at the host 
institution. The student will receive 80% of the total grant and travel allowance in monthly installments, 20% will be 
paid after the student returns to the home institution.

passport and is not able to get one on time, it is necessary to present at least a confirmation that you have

applied for one.

4. Scan of a colour passport size photo

5. A letter of recommendation from a UKZN academic

6. A copy of a most recent academic record

7. Proof of registration for 2025 academic year

8. A completed UKZN student exchange application form (if you are planning to transfer credits upon your

return to UKZN after the mobility)

9. Learning Agreement indicating courses to be studied at UniKg

10. A research plan for Master’s level students

A Selection Committee will interview eligible candidates.
